Essay #4: Amani Wanna  

(Winner of  the Archpriest Michael Husson Award) 

It seems that, sometimes, young adults mistake leaving for college and becoming 

independent with leaving their childhood behind. At times, with their new sense of inde-

pendence, they forgo some of the things they once did because it seems childish or does 

not fit with their new outlook on life. Social media has created a òfear of missing 

outó (fomo) mentality. This, combined with the òyou only live onceó mantra bandied 

about in music and movies, makes it easier for young adults to distance themselves  from 

the church and their beliefs. 

Social media has overtaken our societyõs priorities. Once young adults fall into the 

òdo it for the instagramó mindset it becomes even tougher. So, when they turn 21 the 

problem seems to progress further. Usually, their clubbing activities begin on Thursdays 

and continue through Saturday, thus making it unlikely they will wake up to go to church. 

One possible solution would be to create a social media presence on behalf of the church 

for its congregation to enjoy. It does not have to be one that  quotes scriptures. Tweets, 

gifs (video snippets), memes (pictures of captions), as well as, posts can portray messages 

of love, acceptance and inspirational messages that will create a running voice in their 

head. By participating in social media, the church demonstrates that they are part of the 

òreal worldó young adults live in. It is not one or the other. Many times, all a young adult 

needs is encouragement and support. For many, they look to social media for affirmations 

and self-esteem. The churchõs social media presence can be a tool for communication 

and reinforcement of the beliefs they are so comfortable with. Most importantly, it allows 

young adults to interact with their church on their own terms. 

I believe that in order for the church to gain these young adults back, the social 

aspect needs to be addressed and strengthened. For many, the opportunities to be cool 

and party are tempting because they do not think of the consequences.  

Therefore, the church should communicate at their level. This can be done by of-

fering events such as YAFõs Valentines Hafle. By creating social nights, the church is pro-

viding young adults with an opportunity to participate with people their own age and that 

they have known their whole lives. It allows for them to let down their guard because of 

that level of trust. The church provides a comfort zone that allows them to celebrate with-

out negative consequences and providing gentle reminders of make better choices.  



Therefore, the church should communicate at their level. This can be done by of-

fering events such as YAFõs Valentines Hafle. By creating social nights, the church is pro-

viding young adults with an opportunity to participate with people their own age and that 

they have known their whole lives. It allows for them to let down their guard because of 

that level of trust. The church provides a comfort zone that allows them to celebrate with-

out negative consequences and providing gentle reminders of make better choices.  

The churchõs role in the spiritual lives of its congregation is imperative for the bet-

terment of our community. It is essential, then, for young adults to understand that the 

church is not meant to be a hindrance to living. It is really meant to provide its future 

leaders and impactful community members with tools for living a beautiful, safe and free 

life. It is hopeful that because of their upbringing, although they may stray a little from 

their spiritual teachings, they will find their way back to understanding the role the church 

plays in our world. 

As a high school student, I know firsthand, that peer pressure exists and does 

wield significant influenceñespecially, when it is combined with movies, music and social 

media where it seems that everything is exponentially emphasized. In my case, however, I 

have not been easily swayed because I was brought up in the church and understand that 

it is possible to live in todayõs world and practice religion. Yes, sometimes church activities 

occur simultaneously with other activities I have planned with my school friends, or 

events such as concerts or movies, but that doesnõt mean I have to choose. The church is 

open any time and welcomes me, regardless of my mistakes or low points. It is this par-

ticularly crucial that should be remain the focus for attracting young adults back to the 

church. 

While there is a decrease of young adults staying with their churches, it is an op-

portunity to show that the church is not a medieval institution. In fact, it is a great way to 

remind the community that the church is dynamic as a living institution because it grows 

and changes with the needs and interests of its people. By reminding its people that the 

church is a reflection of themselves throughout the years, it can continue to maintain a 

relationship. Oftentimes, it is as simple as creating social opportunities that are structured 

similarly to those that are tempting them away. Creating a social media presence demon-

strates the adaptability and realism of the church. It is important for young adults to un-

derstand that their church can have a dual role in their lives: socially and spiritually.
